Haitian Entrant, or Humanitarian Parolee.
-Be pursuing or planning to pursue a four-year degree at an accredited U.S. post-
secondary institution in marketing, business, technology or entrepreneurship.
-Carrying a minimum 3.3 GPA at the end of their junior year of high school or 3.3 
GPA in college.

EMPLOYMENT BOOST

-2 Scholarships being offered: One scholarship is open to students studying 
any major and is also eligible for students who are currently undecided about 
their course of study. The second scholarship is available to students who 
will major or are majoring in business or STEM (science, technology, 
engineering, or math)
-Students must be currently enrolled in a U.S.-based high school or college. 
Students graduating from high school must plan to attend college during the fall 
semester in the same year as the application
-Eligible colleges include two-year and four-year universities in the United States
-Students who apply must have a minimum GPA of 3.6. Current (unofficial)
